he story behind The Office: The Story of Usthe show
The Office, the hit television series set in Scranton, Pennsylvania (which aired on NBC from 2005 to 2013) has brought considerable notoriety to the city.
Created by Greg Daniels, Peacock is the exclusive streaming home of the half-hour comedy The Office. In addition to full episodes, the platform also offers behind- the-scenes footage including bloopers, featurettes, and interviews with cast and producers. From Universal Television, a division of Universal Studio Group, the ensemble series stars Steve Carell as Michael Scott, John Krasinski as Jim Halpert, Jenna Fischer as Pam Beesly, and Rainn Wilson as Dwight Schrute.

mural dates back to 2020. That was the year Rose Randazzo-Pizzuto, a volunteer and longtime advocate of the arts, approached Scranton Tomorrow leaders about creating a formal Mural Arts Program. A mural paying tribute to The Office, the hit NBC comedy set in Scranton, Pennsylvania (2005 to 2013) was among the top items on her wish list of concepts.

Scranton Tomorrow is a non-profit economic development organization in Scranton, Pennsylvania, that has been devoted to enhancing the quality of life for those who live and work in Scranton for more than 30 years.
With experience developing murals through a similar program in nearby Pittston, Pennsylvania, Randazzo-Pizzuto had a sense of what kind of projects would resonate well with Scrantonians and visitors to the Electric City. “This was one of the first public art projects I wanted to do in Scranton. There is nothing better to bring people into our downtown than public art,” Randazzo-Pizzuto said. “I knew a
mural with characters from The Office would enhance tourism. The show was already one of the top tourist attractions in the city, and if we married that with a downtown mural, we would have a winner.”


Scranton Tomorrow’s Mural Arts Program formally launched in 2021. To date, four murals have been installed in Downtown Scranton through the program, including The Office: The Story of Us by Hagopian Arts.3


“We are so proud of our Mural Arts Program,”
said Leslie Collins, president and CEO of Scranton Tomorrow. “The program aligns beautifully with our economic development priorities as we work to position Scranton as the economic center of northeastern Pennsylvania,” Collins said. “Public art enhances the quality of life for everyone, and we are grateful for the support we’ve received from business leaders, community partners, and artists as the program continues to grow.”

In 2021, Scranton Tomorrow leaders began fundraising and working on the logistics of the project, including selecting an artist. They commissioned Kala Hagopian, lead artist and founder of Hagopian Arts, Philadelphia, specializing in fine art murals.



In fall 2022, artists began painting the mural
in-studio on sections of parachute cloth, following the process required by the Mural Arts Program to ensure the artwork’s longevity. In August 2023, the mural was transported to Scranton and installed at 503 Lackawanna Avenue to the delight of super fans from across the country.
Featuring realistic black-and-white portraits of
17 cast members, famous quotes from the show, local landmarks referenced in the series, and colorful geometric shapes, the finished piece is 86 feet wide by 27 feet tall.

installation of The Office: The Story of Us was a year-long process for Hagopian Arts. After the design was approved, Kala
Hagopian, lead artist and founder of Hagopian Arts, and her team painted the mural in-studio in Philadelphia on sections of parachute cloth.


It was then transported to Scranton for installation and final touch-ups. Following the protocols required by Scranton Tomorrow’s Mural Arts Program to ensure the artwork’s longevity, the mural was affixed
to the wall at 503 Lackawanna Avenue using a powerful adhesive gel that dries clear and takes on the texture of the surface on which is it is placed.


Hagopian added finishing touches to the piece and treated it with a UV protectant sealer. “This process makes it possible to paint all year around in my studio and allows me to capture all of the details signature to my style,” Hagopian said. “Using this method also facilitates easy and safe community engagement.”

· 	Scranton’s historic buildings and iconic landmarks appear in The Office, including the Pennsylvania Paper and Supply Co. building in the show’s famous opening, and
the Electric City sign in Season 3, Episode 8.

· The show references numerous Scranton businesses, including Alfredo’s Pizza Cafe (not to be confused with Pizza by Alfredo’s), Andy Gavin’s Eatery & Pub, The Bog, Cooper’s Seafood House, The Glider
Diner, Kelly’s Pub & Eatery, The Marketplace at Steamtown, Poor Richard’s Pub, and the Radisson Lackawanna Station Hotel.

· Scranton’s rich cultural history is reflected
in the series with mentions of the Anthracite Heritage Museum, Electric City Trolley Station & Museum, the Houdini Museum, Lackawanna Coal Mine Tour, Scranton Cultural Center at the Masonic Temple, and Steamtown National Historic Site.

· 	Lake Scranton is the setting of the Beach Games episode in Season 3, Episode 22, and it is also the natural body of water into which Michael Scott plunged his rental car while following faulty GPS directions in Season 4, Episode 2.















· 	The Scranton Welcomes You sign formerly posted at the gateway to Downtown Scranton on The President Joseph R. Biden, Jr. Expressway has been preserved and stored in honor of its appearance in the show’s famous opening.

· [image: ]	The Office characters regularly read authentic Scranton newspapers in the fictional Dunder Mifflin breakroom, including The Scranton Times and the former Electric City.

· 	Scranton was the host city for two conventions celebrating The Office, welcoming the show’s famous actors and thousands of fans to The University of Scranton in 2007, and Courthouse Square in Downtown Scranton in 2013.

· 	In 2021, Peacock officials presented the City of Scranton with an oversized Dundie Award honoring the Electric City as the “Best Hometown of The Office.”
